Legislative Update

Theincreases are paid from the savings through
prevention efforts, thus, we supported this increase
and the minimal $3 cpay requirement to obtain these
services. ODHA further argued that if Medicaid was
required to assign Medicaid provider numbers to
dental hygienists, we could bill for services that we
provide under the authority of the dentist and be
reimbursed for the same service if it was billed by a
dentist. Also consider that last year, House Bill 463 was
enacted with a provision that allowed a dentist to
supervise 4 dental hygienists at a time. While this
change was promoted as an employment tool for
hygienists, it could be used as the intended tool for
access to serve Medicaid patients. If a dentist hired
that one additional hygienist to work specifically on
Medicaid patients the position would pay for itself and
more patients would have access. The modest
reimbursement increases proposed would go much
farther avoiding those costly hospitalizations and
creating more funds for future reimbursement
increases.

We further argued that in 2010, the General Assembly
authorized the Oral Health Access Supervision Program
(OHASP) to allow a hygienist to work with more
flexibility under a supervising dentist in underserved
areas. Adding the ability for this reimbursement could
streamline this program even further because a
hygienist may be working under the supervision of a
dentist who does not have a Medicaid provider
number because they do not traditionally accept
Medicaid patients.

While no changes were made to reflect this, the House
did insert a dental provider rate pilot project. The bill
establishes a demonstration pilot project that pays
Medicaid dental providers in Brown, Scioto, Adams,
Lawrence, Jackson, Gallia, Vinton, Perry, Hocking,
Meigs, Morgan, Washington, Pike, Athens, Noble, and
Monroe counties at 65% of the American Dental
Association survey of fees for dental services. The Ohio
Dental Association advocated for the change and it will
be curious to see if the language remains in the budget
as the amendment costs nearly $16 million over the
biennium and the Senate has been messaging they do
not want to entertain new or increased spending
without justification. ODHA also supported effoitis

Meagan Niezgodski, a graduating
student from Sinclair Community College, testified
about her story and the challenge of finding a job for
many dental hygiene graduates around the state
because of the restrictive dental practice act. Her
testimony is on the ODHA website. HouseBakts
aside $35 Million in fiscal year 2016 and $35 Million in
fiscal year 2017 for the proposed Workforce Grant
Program. ODHA supports requirement of the
Chancelloto developmetrics showing the number of
grants awarded and the number of grant recipients
who became employed in an in demand job (dental
hygiene qualifies) within 12 months of completing a
qualifying degree, certification, or license. However,
we believe the metric should be completed before the
proposed 201&late. ODHA testifiedn the need for a
review of scope of practice changes to encourage more
job opportunities and wilpursue in a separate bill.
ODHA also appreciates the $5,000 per academic year
grant funds, not to exceed 75% of the cost of tuition
per academic year. Finally, we support the effort to
create lists of irdemand jobs in the state and in each
region. (There are 84 Dental Health professional
shortage areas throughout the state; these areas
should be included in the regionatitemand job

areas).

ODHA is taking the opportunity to spread its message
and testify on issues of importance and relevance to
the profession. Our efforts at the Statehouse are
complimented by youengagement withyour State
Representative and State Senator to share your
position on the state of oral healthcare in Ohio, the
preservation of Medicaid dental coverage or how to
increase employment of dental hygienists in Ohio.
Aswe enter county faiseasonjegislatorsare

spending more time in thdistricts and these can be
great opportunities to introduce yourself and offer to
educate them if they are unaware of what dental
hygiene is all about. Remember it is easier to ask
something from someone that you already know!
